As the first
and only Executive Director of
Burbank Housing Corporation
since 1999, Arandes has guided
the agency in preserving,
upgrading and  developing
affordable housing opportunities
in Burbank, literally building the
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organization from the ground
up.

While also raising
children, Arandes found time to
volunteer on Burbank’s Mayor’s
Youth Task Force; Burbank’s
Task Force on Homelessness,
Burbank Association of Non-
profit Directors, the Leadership

Burbank program, the
Transformative - Women
committee and Elmwood

Community Garden. In addition
to the above, Arandes also
volunteers for BHC Centers, and
serves as a document translator
for the City using Spanish, her
native language.

It is through her many
involvements that she has
helped organize collaborations
with other non-profits to expand
outreach and create housing for
victims of domestic violence,
homeless families and
emancipated youth. With
Arandes at the helm, BHC is
